County Netball were lost when a former Secretary moved
house! Many of us can surely relate to that predicament!
Here are a few milestones that have been retrieved from
various sources.

1935 Middlesex first win at Inter-County Tournament (9
wins in total over 72 years)

1937 Middlesex, as County Champions, represented
England to play against Scotland in Glasgow

1949 Middlesex player/s in first true International
matches v Scotland and Wales.

1954 Panel Umpiring Award — 13 out of 16 Middlesex
umpires passed Part 1A (Written). How many went on to
full Panel Award, | wonder.

1955 Junior County Squad revived. Three Senior County
teams.

1961 County team played against Jamaican touring side
—and WON by one goal!
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1963 Middlesex held an Indoor Evening hosting the West
Indies Touring team.Two Middlesex players in the
England Squad for 1% World Tournament in Eastbourne.
1975 Anticipated rise in Affiliation Fee to perhaps £7.00
per team of 10 (70p per player!) This at the time was
equated to a visit to the cinema or 40 cigarettes!!!

1977 Leagues in which Middlesex affiliated Clubs play —
Middlesex, Poly, Acton, Ealing (Summer & Winter), North
London, Picketts Lock, Lincolns Inn Fields Lunchtime
(Winter & Summer), Banks, Lloyds Insurance, SEE Tech,
St James, East Herts Summer, Surrey.

1981 Extract from a County Newsletter.

UMPIRES EVER BEEN HAD?!! At a County match a
very experienced and well known umpire called a player
over and asked her, very politely, to remove her gold,
heart shaped, stud earrings, only to be told that they were
paper stick-on ones!

1986 London Weekend Television Community
Programme. Volunteers from Middlesex helped to man
telephones answering 700 calls requesting information
about local netball clubs. These calls resulted from a 30
second advertisement broadcast on Friday 5" and
Sunday 7" September.

1994 Middlesex hosted an event at St Mary’s University
College featuring the County Squad (including 5 England
players) against the England Under 21 Squad prior to
their trip to the World Youth Cup in Toronto. Mary
Beardwood (from Middlesex) was the Under 21 Coach
and the Squad gained a Bronze Medal at the Tournament
1998/9 Mary Beardwood coached England Seniors to the
Bronze Medal position at the Commonwealth Games.
Middlesex players Tracy Bartram, Lucia Sdao and
Joanne Zinzan in the Squad. Mary and England followed
this with another Bronze at the 10™ World Netball
Championship in New Zealand

2004 Middlesex County won the final English Counties
League series, at last beating arch rivals Essex Met who
had held the trophy since 1998!

Barbera Mercer (May 1925 — January 2011)

It is with great sadness that we announce the death of
Barbara Mercer who had a long association with
Middlesex County. Netball was her passion and she
dedicated many years of her life to playing and officiating.
Our thoughts go out to her family and friends at this sad
time.

Barbara started as a player and then moved on, bringing
her enthusiasm to the administrative side of the game, as
well as continuing to play until recently. Her service to
netball and particularly to Middlesex has been
exceptional. She was Captain of Middlesex 1st team
from 1946 to 1949 and has the unique distinction of
having been the first Middlesex girl to play for the first-
ever England team in 1949. She was closely associated
with the Willesden team since 1946 and was the
President of that club. She served on the Middlesex
League Committee since the League was formed, was
League Secretary for 6 years and League Chairman for 2
years.

Barbara’s service to the County has been equally
dedicated. She has served on the County Committee for
well over 25 years; she was Team Secretary for a long
period, a County Selector and Assistant Coach for a
number of years and County Secretary from 1962 —
1964. She is a holder of the AENA Lone Service Award
and is a Life Vice-President of the County. And, not
content with this personal service, the Mercer tradition of
service to Middlesex netball was carried on by daughter
Kathryn, who played for the County Schools team for
three years.
