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CONSTITUTION

1
TITLE AND PARENT BODY

The title of the organisation shall be MIDDLESEX COUNTY NETBALL ASSOCIATION, hereinafter called ‘the County’.  The County shall function as a County Unit of the parent body, the All England Netball Association, hereinafter called ‘England Netball’ and the London and South East Region Netball Association, hereinafter called ‘the Region’.  Membership of the County, as governed by this Constitution, shall be deemed to include acceptance of the Articles, Regulations etc properly issued by England Netball.

2
OBJECTS

The Objects of the County shall be as follows:

To promote and encourage the game of Netball

To further the growth and development of the game of Netball

To implement, within the area of jurisdiction of the County, the policies of England Netball.

3
AREA OF JURISDICTION

The area within the jurisdiction of the County shall comprise the following Boroughs –

4
MEMBERSHIP 

Membership shall be open to Clubs (including the Netball Section of a Sports Club, Youth Club or Community Club), Schools, Colleges and Universities whose home ground or usual hired courts are within the area of the County, as defined in 3 above.

5
ADMINISTRATION

The day to day administration of the County shall be the responsibility of the Management Committee.  The Management Committee will consist of

and shall meet on not less that four occasions in the year.

The Executive Committee shall consist of

(a) President, Vice Presidents, Chairman, Vice Chairman, Secretary and Treasurer (to be known as the ‘Officers’)

(b) The Secretaries/Chairs of all Technical Support Groups (TSGs)
(c) One representative from each League or Association of Clubs which has a minimum of 6 clubs affiliated to the County

Further the Executive Committee may include an Assistant Secretary and an Assistant Treasurer, if these posts are thought to be necessary.  Persons filling these posts may be elected at an Annual General Meeting or appointed to the posts by the Executive Committee and shall have full voting rights.

All posts on the Executive Committee and Management Committee shall be honorary.  All members of the Executive Committee and the Management Committee must be registered members of England Netball.

The Executive Committee shall meet at least once a year other than the Annual General Meeting.

6
POWERS OF THE EXECUTIVE

i
The Executive Committee shall have powers to

(a) co-opt members a necessary, up to a maximum of four persons, each of whom shall have full voting rights

(b) fill vacancies occurring on the Executive Committee, except that it shall be the responsibility of the appropriate League to nominate a replacement for a representative appointed under 5(c) above.  Persons filling vacancies on the Executive Committee shall serve until the next Annual General Meeting and shall then be eligible for election to the Executive Committee

(c) appoint or ratify the appointment of members of the Technical Support Groups
(d) set up ad hoc Sub-committees as may be deemed necessary

(e) receive reports of the Officers, Technical Support Groups and Sub-committees and confirm or otherwise the decisions and/or actions reported

(f) implement the policies of England Netball and the County as expressed by the membership at Annual General or other General Meetings

(g) determine any matter of contention arising within the area of jurisdiction where appropriate, applying England Netball Regulations and guidelines.

ii
It shall also be the duty of the Executive Committee to

(a) organise the Middlesex Executive Club (Independent Registered Participants)

(b) nominate signatories for the Bank Account

(c) approve the County Affiliation Fees for the year.

7
TECHNICAL SUPPORT GROUPS (formerly STANDING SUB COMMITTEES)
There shall be Technical Support Groups to deal with the following areas

(a) Umpiring

(b) Coaching

(c) Schools

(d) Publicity

(e) County League

Each Technical Support Group shall have a Chair, who shall be a member of the Executive Committee.  It shall be the duty of the Chair of each Technical Support Group to set up that Technical Support Group, the size of which shall be determined by the requirements of the work to be done.  The Chair of each Technical Support Group shall report to the Executive Committee the names of those persons serving on the Technical Support Group for ratification under 6i(c).  The Executive Committee may, at their discretion, appoint persons to serve upon Technical Support Groups.  All Actions and decisions of Technical Support Groups are subject to ratification by the Executive Committee.

Each Technical Support Group Chair must submit a report in writing on the activities of that Technical Support Group to each meeting of the Management Committee and to each meeting of the Executive Committee if they are unable to attend.
8
REPRESENTATION ON OTHER BODIES

The County’s representation on any other bodies shall be determined by the Executive Committee.

9 
ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING

The Annual General Meeting of the County shall be held in June or July each year in order to:

(a) Receive the Financial Statement and Balance Sheet

(b) Receive Reports

(c) Elect Officers and Executive Committee

(d) Elect an independent Accountant to examine the Financial Records

(e) Amend the Constitution

(f) Receive Motions

Motions for discussion at an AGM must be sent to the County Secretary not later than 31st May prior to the meeting.

Nominations for Officers and members of the Executive Committee must be sent to the County Secretary not later than 31st May prior to the meeting.  Nominations may be made only with the consent of the person named.  It shall be at the discretion of the Chairman to receive nominations from the floor of the Meeting in order to fill posts for which no prior nominations are submitted.

10 
EXTRAORDINARY GENERAL MEETINGS

The County Secretary must convene an Extraordinary General Meeting within 21 days of

(a) being instructed so to do by the Executive Committee, or

(b) receiving a requisition so to do from a minimum of 15 affiliated Clubs and/or Schools.  The requisition is to state the business to be transacted.

Only matters appearing on the Agenda shall be discussed.

11
PROCEDURES FOR ALL GENERAL MEETINGS

(a) A minimum of 14 days notice of all General Meetings shall be given to all affiliated Clubs and Schools

(b) A quorum at a General Meeting shall be 15 persons entitled to vote

(c) Voting at General Meetings shall be on the following basis

(i) Each existing member of the Executive Committee – one vote each

(ii) Each affiliated Club or School – one vote each

The Chairman of the meeting shall be entitled to the casting vote.  Each person may vote in one capacity only.  Voting by proxy shall not be permitted.  A postal referendum may be taken on a specific issue at the discretion of the Executive Committee

12 
FINANCE 

The Treasurer shall receive all payments due the County and shall render a Financial Report in writing to each meeting of the Executive and Management Committees.  All outgoing cheques drawn upon the County Bank Account shall be signed by one of three persons appointed the Executive Committee.

Affiliation Fees shall be determined by the Executive Committee.  Fees for each year shall be due on 1st September.

The Financial Year shall end on 30th April and Accounts shall be examined by the Accountant elected at the Annual General Meeting.

13
BASIC RULES FOR AFFILIATED CLUBS AND LEAGUES

Leagues and Clubs affiliated to the County shall abide by the following basic rules:

(a) The current rules of the International Federation of Netball Associations shall be the rules of play.

(b) A copy of the current rules of each League within the area of jurisdiction to be lodged with the County Secretary.

14
AMENDMENTS TO THE CONSTITUTION

No alteration shall be made to the Constitution except at the AGM by a majority vote.

Any proposal to amend the Constitution must be sent in writing to the County Secretary by 30th April together with the names of the proposer and seconder, who must be affiliated to the County.  Amendments may be proposed in the name of the Executive Committee.  A copy of the proposed amendments shall be sent to all members with notice of the meeting.

15
DISSOLUTION OF THE COUNTY

In the event of the County and/or England Netball being dissolved, any assets remaining after the settlement of all debts and liabilities shall be dealt with in a manner to be determined by a General Meeting so as to promote the Objects of the County and England Netball or of some organisation with similar aims.  In the event of there being a deficit, the General Meeting shall determine how it shall be met.
