Welcome to the 2021/22 Season!  Please confirm that you have received this information by emailing countyleague@middlesexnetball.co.uk and make sure that you read it too so that you take any necessary action in due time!
As Chair, I would like to thank the following people for agreeing to be part of the County League Committee for another season – Jenny Harrold, Shaheen Lodhi, Maria Mitchell, Amber Derrien, Sally Essex, Marvin Campbell, Elz Eve – and welcome to Daniela Blundell and Arusha Woodley who join us as Divisional representatives.  We still have vacancies for 2 more divisional representatives so please do get in touch with us via countyleague@middlesexnetball.co.uk if you, or someone from your club,  would like to take on this role.
Equality, Diversity and Inclusion Reps Initiative - As you will be aware, Middlesex was the first County in the Country to set up an Equality, Diversity and Inclusion Group, which has been active during the past season, throughout lockdown. As we return to normal netball, we are making it a requirement for each Middlesex County League Club to appoint an Inclusion Lead that can be a point of contact for our County Group to feed into, communicate with, and generally be involved in creating a positive and sustainable change within our sport. Our finance lead, Melissa Wright, is still working on reconciling the Covid Friendly Season accounts. If any umpiring fees or any other registration fees are due to be refunded to clubs, this will be done separately.

1. Club/secretary details
Please check that the details for your team (or teams) are correct and notify us promptly of any inaccuracies.

2. Division list and Fixture dates 
Since the AGM took place, we have been advised that unfortunately Old Fincunians are unable to field a team this season and have had to withdraw from Division 3.  In accordance with the County League rules, the vacant position was offered to the team at the top of the wait list, AP Saints B.
They have confirmed that they wish to take this place in the league and the fixtures list has been accordingly updated.
This season we are changing our fixtures and results software provider which has resulted in a slight delay to the preparation of the playing schedule.  Full fixtures will be sent out by 31 August 2021.
We are also redesigning the MCNA website and moving across all our e-mail addresses. We hope that everything will be fully operational within the next month, however please bear with us during this period, should you experience any delays in response or access to the website. 

3. Rules and Regulations for the Middlesex County Netball League 
These are attached and additional Guidance notes can be found in an appendix to this document.
4. Squad Registration Form - to be completed and returned to
registrationsandresults@middlesexnetball.co.uk by 11.59pm on Friday 3rd September 2021 at the very latest.  An acknowledgement will be sent.
Additional Registrations may be added during the season – see Rules & Regulations 3.6 - 3.9 and the Guidance Notes.
You are reminded that if clubs do not meet the Team Registration deadline, as indicated above, then 10 points (per team) will be deducted for the first game and any subsequent games played without the appropriate Squad Registration Form.

Clubs which also participate in the National Premier League must submit their core 7 National Premier League players when they register their Middlesex County League squads.

The deadline for re-registration for the second half of the season will be Monday 31st January 2022.  Further details will be issued at the appropriate time.
Please also note that club rosters/EN Membership lists (downloadable from Engage) should be sent to registrationsandresults@middlesexnetball.co.uk by no later than the Wednesday before the 1st fixture date. This would be Wednesday 8th September 2021 for the 1st Half of the Season and Wednesday 9th February 2022 for the 2nd Half. 

5. Documentation:

Codes of Conduct for Umpires, Players, Coaches and Information for Scorers – Please ensure that players/umpires/coaches/scorers receive a copy of the appropriate document/s.

England Netball Disciplinary Regulations – These are available on the England Netball website.
Age Banding Form and Guidance – attached for your reference. Please only use the official attached age banding form specifically for the MCNL – other league forms will not be accepted.
6.  Score Cards & Results sheets 
Results sheets - Each team will be required to complete their OWN Results Sheet for each match. These will be issued with the playing schedule and each team must print copies to use for their matches.   

NOTE:  Score cards will not be provided this season and all teams will be required to bring with them a suitable scorecard or paper and pen to write this down. 
7. Umpires
This season we are trialling central allocation of umpires across ALL divisions.  However, to ensure this is feasible we are asking each club to still list out umpires on their registration sheets that they have within their club that would be willing to be included in this pool.  There may be fixtures dates when the CLC are unable to provide umpires for matches from the central allocation pool and Clubs will be asked to nominate their own umpire to cover these matches.
At least one umpire must be listed and they should not be nominated for more than one team.  Contact will only be made by the County League Umpiring Co-ordinator and their details will not be passed on to other teams.
